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While Hobart shivered on a snowy winter’s evening in 

August, eight Hutchins students, most of them multiple prize 

winners in Le Concours De L’Alliance Française, braved 

the elements to celebrate their language learning at the 

annual Distribution des Prix.  The competition for students 

of French includes creating posters on a French theme 

in Years 1 to 4, reciting poetry in Years 6 to 12, reading 

comprehension in Year 9 and aural comprehension and 

conversation in Years 10 to 12.  There is also a competition, 

Hors Concours, for students who have a background in 

French through time spent in a French-speaking country or 

speaking French at home.

The range of achievements of Hutchins students in 2008 

was remarkable.  Our prize winners were represented in 

all sections of the competition, including 23 Mentions 

Honorables.  Our senior students demonstrated an 

impressive command of skills at the highest level (5C):

prize: Yannick Moore and Thibaud Pavlovic-Hobba.

The other prize winners were:

Year 6 Poetry - third prize: Roman Mykytowycz

Year 7 Poetry - first prize: Roshan Karri

Year 8 Poetry - equal second prize: Chris Krushka
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This year a new subject called Global Challenge was offered 

as a SOSE elective for Year 9s. Held during first semester 

the subject included class work on the geography of 

Thailand, the role of the king, Chiang Mai, what a hill tribe 

village is like, food, language and other aspects of Thai 

culture such as Buddhism. The culminating activity was a 

two week adventure expedition to Thailand. Our base was 

Prem Tinsulanonda International School near Chiang Mai.

From 30 May to 15 June, the nineteen students and 

three commanding officers entered northern Thailand via 

parachute. Well not really, but by courtesy of Royal Thai 

airlines. All of them returned, and this is their story. 

Over fifteen days they battled against the odds: trudging 

along challenging mountain treks; building and sailing 

bamboo rafts; riding mountain bikes over harsh terrain 

and pushing through knee-deep mud; abseiling 50 metres 

into an underground cavern before free-falling 10 metres 

into darkness; climbing 20 metres up sheer vertical rock; 

and white-water rafting 60 kilometres down the Mae Pai 

over two days, through remote jungle, violent rapids, and 

turbulent white water. 

We learned about Thai culture. This included going to a 

buffalo farm to learn how Thais traditionally planted and 

harvested rice. Learning how to vault onto a buffalo was a 

highlight.  The night bazaar and walking street market gave 

us a special insight into how to barter. The Thai cooking 

school, shopping at local village markets, learning about 

Buddhism by visiting wats (temples) such as Doi Suthep 

and engaging in interesting “monk chats” helped us better 

understand people from a different country and culture.

Community service was also an important part of the 

expedition. We went to Phalai School at Ban Phalai village 

in the Chiang Dao hill-tribe district , taking with us 300 

kilograms of cement. We had two goals: to cement a new 

floor for the library and community centre and to weed a 

whole 40 metre bank of weeds. All of us succeeded and 

had a great sense of achievement afterwards. It was a very 

rewarding day for everyone. When we arrived back at camp 

we were exhausted.
